GENERAL SPECIFICATIONS

for

RACING PROGRAM PROMOTER AND OPERATOR SERVICES
I. BACKGROUND
El Paso County (County or EPC) re-established the dirt track racing program at the El Paso County Fairgrounds in 2007 to provide a recreational race program for racers and spectators, raise funds to support the El Paso County Fair and Fairgrounds, and to serve as an economic development opportunity for eastern El Paso County.  

The Racing Program normally consists of the following scheduled events: Two (2) practices, eleven (11) regular races and a County Fair race. 
The current agreement between the County and the Race Promoter and Operator (Contractor) includes a flat fee per race.  The Contractor is responsible for a majority of the race operation expenses including overseeing marketing efforts, safety, development, implementation, and enforcement of race competition rules, guidelines, and the conflict resolution process.  The County provides a suitable racing surface and the Contractor oversees the preparation of the track for each event.  
The terms “bidder” and “proposer” shall be interchangeable for this RFP. 

II. OBJECTIVE
El Paso County is seeking proposals from qualified firms for the promotion and operation of the Racing Program (Program) at the El Paso County Fairgrounds (Fairgrounds). The Program is operated at the Fairgrounds located at 366 10th Street, Calhan, CO 80808.

Each Proposer must outline in their proposal the proposed package of services.  The County intends to select a Promoter based on the presentation of a business plan that outlines all facets of operation including all services and operations necessary for the presentation of motorized vehicle races and other events as well as other evaluation factors stated herein.  Proposal shall include all services necessary for the operation, promotion, and management of the Program except those specifically identified in this solicitation as the County’s responsibility.  

The Racing Program shall be operated in accordance with applicable federal, state and local laws and regulations.

The County’s overall goals for the operation of the Racing Program include but are not limited to the following:

1. Successful, community-minded promotions and events. The presentation of quality and safe motorized vehicle races, spectator events and family entertainment through a community-minded approach that allows citizens and visitors to enjoy dirt track racing.

2. Creation of a successful “Win-Win” relationship between the County and the Contractor that will provide the County with a consistent and continual revenue source as well as allow the Contractor to make a reasonable profit.

3. The Contractor providing equitable treatment of racing participants including reasonable purses, rules and regulations that encourage broad based participation at a reasonable cost,  an impartial point system and effective class rules that align with a national dirt track racing organization.  

4. Actively seek and contract a diverse spectrum of motor sport events.

If award is made, it will be made to the Promoter whose proposal is most advantageous to the County, taking into consideration the income to the County and the evaluation factors set forth in this Request for Proposals.  

Authority to Piggyback: Other governmental agencies may be extended the opportunity to utilize the resultant award at the proposed price(s) with the agreement of the successful vendor. It is further understood that any other governmental entity that elects to purchase from the County’s contract agreements, that agency will issue its own purchase orders and will require separate billing.

III. SCOPE OF SERVICES

A. Contractor Responsibilities: 
The County may expect and/or require the Contractor to produce and operate racing events at the  El Paso County Fairgrounds during the 2021 Racing Season as follows: 
1. Provide eleven (11) races from April to October including one (1) for the El Paso County Fair. The severity of the COVID-19 pandemic and related guidance at the time will be major factors in determining the number of races held.  

2. Races shall include at least four (4) divisions that will include but are not limited to Mods, Sprints, Stocks and S-Mods.

3. Coordinate special giveaways and other events to entertain spectators. Provide trophies for all classes. 

4. Market and sell racing t-shirts, sweatshirts, hoodies, hats and racing merchandise in the pit area.
5. Provide the announcer, head & assistant flagman, tech director, scorekeepers, and operator for a provided or contracted tow truck(s). 

6. Conduct safety inspections, manage pre-race and post-race technical inspections, and provide race line-ups for each class. 

7. Enforce all Fairgrounds rules in the pit area including no alcohol consumption restrictions.  

8. Aggressively promote the County Fair race through social media outlets and cross-promotions.

9. Manage the coordination of food sales except for alcohol and non-alcoholic beverages. 

10. Apply for and secure permit from the El Paso County Department of Public Health required to operate food and beverage concessions.  

11. Produce the race event race program brochure that will include the events and associated drivers.

12. Provide adequate staff to monitor the pit gates and spectator line.

13. Provide ambulance service and fire department services.
14. Provide all grounds clean-up services in and under the grandstands, entire pit area, and any other areas used during the races. Clean-up includes disposing of all trash in the provided dumpsters and replacing trash bags. All clean-up will be completed by noon the following day.
15. Provide all equipment and materials including water required to set up and maintain the track.
16. Contractor shall request and receive approval from the County prior to erecting any sign, banner, or poster whether permanent or temporary.  Such signs, banners, or posters must be approved as to wording and location. 
17. The selected Contractor shall, at the request of the County, be required to comply with the Audit and Inspection terms and conditions identified in the County’s services contract.  
18. Each Proposer shall specify the amount of compensation / revenue to be shared with the County.  Regardless of the compensation / revenue proposed, the selected Contractor shall make payments no less than monthly to the County.
19. Each Proposer shall specify if and how their revenue sharing proposal would be affected if the number of races were reduced due to COVID-19.
20. The selected Contractor shall ensure compliance with all applicable COVID-19 related safety guidance. 
B. Promoter shall not: 

1. Dispense brochures, pamphlets, or leaflets or like items whether for profit or on a promotional basis, without the advanced written approval by the County. 

2. Use any space at the facility to store or prepare food to be sold or consumed outside the El Paso County Fairgrounds, without prior approval of the County.
3. Operate an Automated Teller Machine (ATM) anywhere on the Fairgrounds, unless the Promoter receives written permission from the County in advance.
4. Operate drones or any fireworks displays without obtaining and sharing proper permits
C. County Rights and Responsibilities:

1. The County shall maintain control, management and responsibility for all liquor and non-alcoholic beverage sales at the EPC Fairgrounds.
2. The County reserves the right to use other promoters for County motorized events as determined by the County.  To the extent feasible and/or practical, the County shall provide the Race Promoter adequate notice of the proposed event and use of other promoters.
3. The County reserves the right to reduce the number of race events or cancel the entire racing season, at no cost to the County, based on the severity of the COVID-19 pandemic and related guidance at the time. 

D. Security:
As a matter of public safety and in the best interests of the County, the selected promoter  shall be required to pass a County Background Investigation and Security check for him/herself and each member of the core team / staff proposed to provide services to the County pursuant to this solicitation.  The County shall bear all costs related thereto and reserves the right to verify information concerning qualification, references and other information submitted by the contractor.  The acceptability of the promoter and/or any proposed team/staff member shall be determined solely by the County.
E. Insurance: 
The Promoter  shall secure and maintain in force throughout the duration of this contract comprehensive motor sports general liability insurance with a minimum coverage of $2,000,000 per occurrence/ aggregate for personal injury and property damage and hired and Non-Owned Automobile Liability: $1,000,000.00 combined single limit for each accident.  Said insurance policy shall name the County and the Fairgrounds Corporation as Certificate Holders and as an additional insured and shall include a provision prohibiting cancellation of said policy except upon thirty (30) days prior written notice to the County and Fairgrounds Corporation.
IV. DEFINITIONS

For clarity in the assignment of responsibilities, the following definitions have been used:


FAIRGROUNDS CORPORATION – The specific purposes for which the Corporation is formed are:

1. To acquire, manage and/or hold a liquor license assigned to the El Paso County Fairgrounds, 

2. To coordinate the use of the Fairgrounds for special events that desire the consumption of alcohol, including racing events and other large special events,
3. Through its operation, to provide funding to support the El Paso County Fair, El Paso County Fair and Events Center and El Paso 4-H program.

D. RESPONSE REQUIREMENTS

Proposals will be considered only from firms who can provide all the required services, are well-established in the business, financially responsible, experienced in all the required Service Categories, and have the resources and ability to provide the services in a professional and expedient manner. The County may request additional information as deemed necessary.
The following information must accompany your proposal in the order listed:

included in the proposal and signed by an authorized company representative.

2. Addendums: Each Addendum acknowledgement signed for each addendum issued. The Addendum content does not need to be attached, just the acknowledgement page.

b. Racing program promotion and operation services qualifications, experience at similar facilities, number of years of experience, and profitability levels.

c. Information regarding any involvement with active racing clubs and organizations.  Include contact information and types of involvement.

d. Satisfactory evidence of the necessary financial resources to operate, manage and promote the facility.

e. A statement that no person acting for or employed by the County has a direct or indirect financial interest in the Proposal or in any portion of the profits which may be derived therefrom.

4. Business Plan: Written narrative that at a minimum, addresses the following:
a. Overview of the proposed operation and management of the EPC County Fairgrounds racing program including the number of planned events.  This overview should demonstrate an understanding of the economic liabilities and assets associated with all aspects of operation and maintenance of the Race Program.

b. Identification of proposed fees to be paid to the County and proposed payment method and timeframe. 

c. Concessions/ Merchandise: Identify plan and indicate willingness to operate food 



and beverage concessions as well as merchandise sales.

d. Proposed track maintenance and preparation plan including the procedures, materials and equipment to be used.  The County strongly prefers that all track preparation and maintenance be performed by the selected promoter   using their own resources and equipment.  The County may consider providing County equipment on a reimbursement basis but this is not the preferred option.  Detailed list of equipment that will be provided to operate and maintain the race facilities. 

e. Detailed marketing plan proposed for promoting the racing events.

f. Fee schedule for racers (registration), pit pass, spectators, and any other services.

g. Planned public outreach efforts for racers and fans to provide input on the race program.

h. Proposed participation (financial contribution / in-kind support) for capital improvements at the race track.

i. Potential sponsorship opportunities for the race program.

j. Proposed conflict resolution process for racers and/or others.

k. Safety and Security related to Medical, Fire Department and Law Enforcement standby and how providers will be reimbursed.
5. References and Resumes:
a. Three (3) professional references including phone numbers and email addresses. At least one (1) reference must be from an individual previously or currently involved with a dirt track racing program.
b. Resumes for all key personnel and their areas of responsibility. Race Promoter   must demonstrate that they have the ability to operate the Race Program with trained and qualified staff.

Copies of requested Insurance Certificates including Motor Sports General Liability Insurance and Race Participant Accident coverage.

9. Fee Proposal Content: 

The Promoter shall propose the amount of compensation / revenue to be shared with the County.  Compensation / revenue schedule for services proposed, in a separate file from the main proposal, for all the proposed services described.
E. PROPOSAL SUBMISSION

Proposals shall be signed by an authorized representative of the proposer.  Failure to submit the information requested may result in the El Paso County Contracts & Procurement Division requiring prompt submission of missing information and/or giving a lower evaluation of the proposal. The Contracts & Procurement 
Division may reject proposals that are substantially incomplete or lack key information.
By submitting a proposal, the proposer represents that is has:

1.  thoroughly examined and become familiar with the scope of services outlined in this RFP, and 
2. are capable of performing quality work to achieve the County’s objectives.  
If proposer does not agree with any terms or conditions of the County’s standard Contract, the proposer must present its exceptions to the standard contract with its proposal.  If no concerns are expressed by proposer, the County shall consider that all terms and conditions of the standard contract will control.  El Paso County reserves the right to reject proposals based upon exceptions to its standard contract terms and conditions.

F.  INSURANCE REQUIREMENTS

For proposal purposes, proposers must submit copies of certificates of insurance for professional and general liability and automobile liability, as well as workers compensation (where applicable).  Additional insurance requirements may be required elsewhere in this solicitation. It is permissible to provide recent samples of insurance certifications in the response, with actual insurance certifications provided after selection. The County wants proof of insurability.  The successful firm must provide original certificates prior to commencing services, at its own expense, naming El Paso County as an additional insured and as a certificate holder on the liability insurance, with a thirty (30) day cancellation notice, and maintain such coverage for the duration of the contract. 
G.   EVALUATION AND AWARD PROCESS
An Evaluation Committee will evaluate all proposals received for completeness and the proposer’s ability to meet all specifications as outlined in this RFP.  The committee may then short list for interviews the specific firms whose proposals best meet all the criteria required.  The negotiations and award process will follow the procedures as outlined in the “INSTRUCTIONS FOR SUBMITTING PROPOSALS”.
Issuance of this RFP and receipt of proposals does not commit the County to award a contract.  The County reserves the right to postpone opening, to accept or reject any or all proposals received in response to this RFP, or to negotiate with other than the highest ranked proposer(s) should negotiations with the highest ranked proposer(s) be terminated, or to cancel all or part of this RFP. 
H.   ORAL PRESENTATIONS/INTERVIEWS  

Firms submitting a proposal in response to this RFP may be required to give an oral presentation of their proposal in an interview session with the Evaluation Committee.  Additional technical information may be requested from any firm by the Evaluation committee prior, during or after the interview for clarification purposes, but in no way will change the original proposal submitted.  Interviews are at the option of the Evaluation Committee and may or may not be conducted.
I.   SELECTION CRITERIA

Responses will be evaluated for completeness, quality and assessment of the proposer’s ability to meet all specifications as outlined in this RFP.  Additional technical information may be requested from any proposer for clarification purposes.  These requests may be made prior to, during or after the evaluation, but in no way will change the original submitted responses.  The Evaluation Committee will evaluate responses based on the following criteria at minimum (not listed in order of priority):
1. Completeness and clarity of the response and compliance to the RFP as outlined in the “RFP Response Requirements” section above.

2. Ability of the Company to meet or exceed the requirements defined in the RFP.
3. The firm's relevant experience and qualifications  

4. Financial stability.

5. Business Plan. 

6. The experience, abilities and qualifications of key personnel and available equipment. 
7. Past performance and references.
8. Revenue sharing proposal.
9. Exceptions to solicitation terms, conditions, documents and/or any conditional terms 

J.  TERM OF CONTRACT

The initial contract period will be from January 1, 2021 through December 31, 2021. The contract may be renewed for four (4) optional one-year terms upon satisfactory performance by the successful contractor and at a negotiated rate agreed to in writing at least sixty (60) days prior to the contract expiration date.  Failure to negotiate an agreed-upon rate for the forthcoming year will result in non-renewal of the contract.  Award of a contract or renewal of a contract is contingent upon available and approved funding. 
Any contract awarded between El Paso County and the successful firm will consist of the County’s standard Services Contract (a copy of which is included in this RFP package) signed by both parties, this RFP and any addenda, the submitted proposal, all negotiation documents and the resulting Purchase Order and original certificates of insurance. The County reserves the right to cancel the entire racing season due to COVID-19 guidance, at no cost to the County, with written notice to the Contractor at least sixty (60) days prior to the first race date.
